
Object of the Game: 

All players must take all three ray-

pawns and bring them to the ray zone. 

The first player to get all three ray-

pawns to the ray zone is the winner.

1 dice 

Who goes first? 
Each player takes turns rolling the dice.  
Whoever rolls the highest number goes first. 

1) Each player chooses a SpringWill,  
assembles it and places it on the 
corresponding start arrow. 

2) Assemble the ray-pawns of your 
color and place them on the rays-
place. 

 

3) Choose your path to get to your color 
home. Players will take turns rolling 
the dice and move according to the 
number that they rolled. 

 

4) After having taken the first ray-pawn, 
players must reposition their 
SpringWill on the start arrow before 
departing on a new adventure. 

 

> Your SpringWill is allowed to land on 
an occupied space without bumping 
other SpringWills back to Start. 
 

> Some spaces are marked by the 7 
SpringWills. Read the following explana-
tion to find out what each one means. 
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SPREAD THE JOY! 
Roll the dice one again. Give 

the number that you roll to 
the player that is farthest 

from their Ray-Zone. 

STAY ALERT IN  
THE PRESENT MOMENT! 

You need to pay close 
attention and be quick: as 
soon as a player lands in 

this space, whoever is the 
first to grab the dice, gets a 

free roll. 

LISTEN TO THE 
 “LITTLE VOICE” AMONG 

ALL THE OTHERS. You can 
listen to any of the 3 voices: 

a) Give a free throw to 
another player; 

b) Make another player 
move 2 spaces back; 

c) Don’t listen to any voice 
and don’t do anything. 

FOLLOW THE RAY! 
Look carefully to where the 
compass points: on your next 
turn, move ahead in the 
direction that it points. 

GO IN DEPTH. 
Stay put for this turn, but on 
your next turn, double your 
points. 

GOD LOVES YOU ALWAYS! 
Before you roll the dice on your 
next turn, tell about a time 
when you felt God’s love. 

YOU CAN ALWAYS 
START AGAIN! 
Go back 3 spaces,  
but you get a new chance:  
You can roll the dice again!  

Choose a SpringWill. 

Assemble your SpringWill and Ray-pawn by cutting along 

the dotted line and pasting the gray portion to the back 

of the other end!  

Your game is all set! 
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Follow never leaves for a new 

adventure without a special 

compass. It helps Follow to 

stay on the ray and not stray 

from the right path.
